Speed - How fast does it need to be?
1. Viewer tolerance
2. SLA (Service Level Agreement )
a. Example: Page load in under 2 seconds as measured by ...
3. Budget

Speed - How fast does it need to be?
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What is Performance?

Throughput ( often ignored during dev/setup )

number of transactions per second an application can handle
NOT ( daily visitors ) / ( seconds per day ) !
Arrival times are not evenly distributed
Must find peak interarrival rates

o estimate or model using queueing theory / formulas
Improved SLA example - 99.3% of pages served in under 2 sec
The knee of the curve - when throughput assassinates spe




What is Performance?

Latency

e Normally the time between making a request and beginning to see a result. (
psychologically important definition)

e Sometimes “the time between making a request and completion of the
result.”

e Takes into account the big picture

e Rarely guaranteed to client because of factors beyond your control like
hurricanes and greedy companies.

Location, location, location
Popular != good
Overselling, Past record, does EIG own them or will it buy them?
Configuration?

e Memory

e SSD?

e CPU speed/cores
Who is really hosting you???

e Many excellent smaller hosts buy rackspace or racks from the big

datacenters
e A few have built their own datacenters
e Takedowns? performance===0 & hard to fix




The Host

Shared - less expensive for low volume sites, but can perform very well IF you pick
the right one
VPS - guaranteed portion (mostly) of computer
Dedicated - whole machine
Cloud - some portion of a larger number of machines ( Amazon Web Services )
Managed - can be any of above and you must know what is “managed” -

Plugins

How to leverage plugins for a well performing site

Pick plugins that are well maintained

Use plugins that do what you need, but do not do everything
Periodically review & replace if need

Test plugin performance

Write your own lean plugins

Rewrite a plugin to meet your needs

“Just Say NO” - do not use a plugin where a few lines of CSS, P
code will do




Plugins ( some thoughts )

Test performance BEFORE & AFTER adding a plugin

Find plugins that are supported by multiple people &/or companies
Being on GitHub is a good sign

Instead of Yoast, consider SEO framework

Avoid page builders OR see Pippin Williamson’s review if you absolutely must use
one

That Mysterious Thing on the Back End - the Database

Plugins

e May add tables
e Sometimes add tables badly ( WordFence )
e May have bad defaults like excess logging ( turn off what you don’t need )

Know what tables your plugins add and decide how they are using them




That Mysterious Thing on the Back End - the Database

Develop design database
Know when to use abstraction layer ( WP ) or not
Consider Memory engine or transients where appropriate
Analyze queries & optimize them
Plan for the future one of our clients grew from 6k users to 60k in 2.5 years !

For really high end sites, consider HyperDB, database replication




That Mysterious Thing on the Back End - the Database

Maintain your database for peak performance

e Remove old data ( revisions, transients, unused plugin tables )
e Reorganize or optimize periodically
o Plugins may help
e Test database performance periodically
e Look at what queries are being run by whom ( plugins, clients )

o Just had a client submit a ticket that the database would not allow him to create new tables
so he could run ad hoc queries




Caching

Store some items in final (HTML) form to lessen database access

Use a plugin - W3 Total Cache, WP Super Cache, WP Rocket, Hummingbird
Opcode cache (APC for PHP)

MemCache (server data like SQL queries )

Use a CDN ( sort of like a super cache )

Browser caching via .htaccess

Compression

Compress or minimize almost everything
Images - size for what is needed, use best compression format

e JPG for photos
e GIF for logos & artwork with small number of colors
e PNG has transparency

Minimize CSS (SASS) & JS during dev side compile

GZIP compression via .htaccess
